A key participant of the development and on going maintenance of two separate projects – one to book, monitor and report on securitised asset backed credit cards and mortgages (TAS) and a second to implement a MiFID best execution policy across multiple trading desks. TAS is a intranet system built using Java and J2EE technologies implemented on an IBM WebSphere server. Data is persisted to both a Sybase ASE and Sybase IQ databases using stored procedures. TAS accepts two feeds, one on a daily basis relating to the asset back credit cards and a second on a monthly basis concerning the asset back mortgages.

MiFID is a best execution monitoring system implemented using Linux scripts and stored procedures hosted on a Sybase ASE database. A third part tool, Actimize Case Manager, was used to allow the end user to maintain threshold levels and report alerts.

· Acted as a technical resource for the development of stored procedures and optimization of SQL queries.

· Responsible for the development of a number of reports using BIRT and Apache POI.

· Provided technical expertise with regard to the development of a number of feeds using core Java.

· Was a significant contributor to the development of intranet functionality using technologies J2EE technologies.
